
 
 

A short report issued by the Center for Women’s Studies in the Community/ January 2019 

In its effort to enhance the role of women in Jordan’s social, political and economic spheres, the 

Hashemite University established the Center for women’s studies in the Community (CWSC) which 

started its activities in January 7th, 2018. 

CWSC was founded as part of the Hashemite University commitment to support national efforts towards 

achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs); namely Goal 5 (Gender Equality). 

The manner of thinking and the behavioral steps within the Hashemite University and the external 

environment reflect its general policy towards women and girls. It is a policy of diversity, empowerment, 

and inclusion. This policy is based on principles of equity and gender equality. This policy and these 

principles are also the foundations of the Center for Women’s Studies in the Community. 

We envision the Hashemite University where women and girls are empowered and where gender 

equality is the norm. Our mission is to achieve gender equality and empower all women and girls. 

This will require making formal changes to the rules and regulations of procedures for appointments, 

committees’ memberships and leadership positions. Quotas introduced will be accompanied by regular 

gender-related indicators at the university. 

Higher than the overall women’s labor force participation rate of 15% (www.worldbank.org), women’s 

participation rate in academia in the Hashemite University is 26%, which is somewhat near the 

percentage of the national level in Jordan of 25% for the past decade (www.mohe.gov.jo). Furthermore; 

women in Jordan are still underrepresented in high academic ranks and severely in managerial positions. 

Since the establishment of the first university in Jordan, only two women headed one. Moreover, 

available national percentages show that women are around only %10 of deans (Jordanian universities’ 

websites). However, in the Hashemite University, women constitute double the national level with 

almost %20 of deans. 

In terms of education Jordan Ranks 45 in the 2018 Gender Gap Report. In fact the gender gap in the 

Hashemite University is reversed as more female students enroll in most of the universities faculties and 

across different specializations.
